1. General Information
As authorised by Punjab Government, the Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar will conduct Entrance

Test for admission to B.Ed. Course in the Colleges of Education affiliated to Panjab University, Chandigarh;
Punjabi University, Patiala; GuruNanakDevUniversity, Amritsar and Lovely Professional University, Phagwara
on Sunday, 12-07-2009, as per N.C.T.E. (National Council for Teacher Education) admission policy and the
Punjab Government Notification No. 13/3/09-6 Edu.1/1448 dated 19.5.2009 (Annexure I) at all the district
headquarters of Punjab and also at Chandigarh and Abohar :

every candidate for appearing in the Entrance Test B.Ed. Course for the session 2009-2010. The Guru Nanak
Dev University, Amritsar reserves the right to assign any centre other than the one opted for by the candidate
for administrative and other reasons.

Note : Examination Centre once allotted will not be changed under any circumstances.
The Entrance Test shall be conducted on 12-7-2009 in the following papers contained in single booklet

and in one session of 2½ hours duration (10.00 A.M. to 12.30 P.M.).

a) Part A : General Awareness Test 50 Marks
b) Part B : QuantitativeAptitude Test 30 Marks
c) Part C : General Mental Ability Test 50 Marks
d) Part D : Teaching Potential 20 Marks

Paper-II

Language Proficiency Test
(i) English :Compulsory for all Candidates 50 marks

and
(ii) Punjabi : Compulsory for all those Candidates 50 Marks

who have studied Punjabi in Matriculation
or

Hindi :Compulsory for all those Candidates who
have not studied Punjabi in Matriculation

Note :
i. Paper-I, Shall be of a total of 150marks as explained above. The paper will consist of 150multiple-

choice questions.
ii. Paper-II, Shall consist of two parts of 50 marks each making a total of 100 marks and it will be

objective type.
iii. The total marks for the Entrance Examination shall be 250.
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2. Eligibility for Entrance Test Admission
(a)* i. Candidates with at least 45%marks either in the Bachelor's Degree and/or in the Master's

degree or any other qualification equivalent thereto, are eligible for admission to the
programme.

ii. The reservation for SC/ST/OBCand other categories shall be as per the rules of theCentral
Government/State Government, whichever is applicable. There shall be relaxation of 5%
marks in favour of SC/BC/OBC (excluding economically backward classes) categories
candidates.

(b) Candidate must have studied the major subject of the subject combination for at least
three years at Bachelor's level/Master's level. Honours students shall opt formajor subject
in which they have obtained Honours, the minor subject should have been studied at
least for one year.

(c) Candidates who have appeared for the qualifying examination and whose results have not been
declaredmay be provisionally allowed to appear in the Entrance Examination at their own risk and
responsibility but they shall become eligible for counselling only after they have produced the
evidence of having satisfied the above conditions.

(d) Compartment cases, if their results are declared before final counseling shall be considered
subject to availability of the seats.

(f) Residence of a candidate will be determined in terms of instructions issued by theGovernment of
Punjab, Department of Personnel and Administrative Reforms (Personnel Policies Branches) in
their Circular Letters No. 1/3/95-3 PP-2/9619 dated 06-06-1996, I.D. No. 1/2/96-3PP-28976, dated
7th July, 1998 and No. I /3/95-3PP-2/80 dated 1st January, 1999 (Annexure II).

Note: In case. the residence certificate is found at any stage to be false or incorrect, the admission
against Punjab quota shall be liable to be cancelled without prejudice to any criminal proceedings
that may be initiated, Furthermore. the fees or any other amount paid, including advance or
security. shall be automatically treated as forfeited

(g) For situations to which residence condition is not applicable, including the Kashmiri migrant
students, see Annexure I, Clause 6 (c-e).

3. Options for teaching subject combinations
i. Admission in the B. Ed. Course will be subject based. At the time of admission, each candidate

shall opt for two teaching subjects. A candidate can opt for only those teaching subjects, which
he/she has studied at graduation/post-graduation level. Candidate must have studied the major
subject of the subject combination for at least three years at Bachelor�s level/Master�s level.
Hon�s students shall opt for major subject in which they have obtained Hon�s, the minor subject
should have been studied at least for one year. List of Subject Combinations along with seats
available in different colleges and codes used for themwill be displayed at the venue of interview.
Same information will also be available on the University website (www.gndu.ac.in)

ii. Candidates who have passed additional subjects at graduation level must ensure that they are
opting only those teaching subjects, marks of which are taken into account for the purpose of
calculating the percentage of marks at the graduation level.

Broad Categories of Subject Combinations
(a) B. Sc. (Medical) graduates shall opt for two teaching subjects out of the following :

1. Teaching of Science/Teaching of Life Sciences.
2. Teaching of Physical Sciences.
3. Teaching of any one of the languages, i.e., English, Hindi, Punjabi and Sanskrit.

(b) B. Sc. (Non-Medical) graduates shall opt for two teaching subjects out of the following :
1. Teaching of Science/Teaching of Physical Sciences.
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2. Teaching of Mathematics/Teaching of Computer Science.
3. Teaching of any one of the languages, i.e., English, Hindi, Punjabi and Sanskrit.

(c) B. Sc. (Home Science) graduates shall opt for teaching of Home Science and any one of the
following :
1. Teaching of Science.
2. Teaching of any one of the Languages, i.e., English, Hindi, Punjabi and Sanskrit.

(d) Commerce graduates (B. Com/B.B.A.) shall opt for teaching of Commerce and anyone of the
following:
1. Teaching of Economics.
2. Teaching of any one of the Languages, i.e., English, Hindi, Punjabi and Sanskrit.

Note : Students with B.Com/B.B.A. degree will be considered in commerce stream only even
though they have passed additional arts subjects, unless they have doneMaster�s degree
in Arts.

(e) B.C.A. Graduate shall opt for teaching of Computer Science and Applications as one subject. The
other subject shall be :
1. Teaching of Mathematics.
2. Teaching of any one of the Languages, i.e., English, Hindi, Punjabi and Sanskrit.

(f) Arts graduates shall opt for any one teaching subject from :
1. Teaching of Social Studies/Teaching of History/Teaching of Geography/Teaching of Political

Science/Teaching of Economics/Public administration
2. Teaching of any one of the Languages, i.e., English, Hindi, Punjabi and Sanskrit.

(g) Graduates with Fine Arts, Music, Computer Education, Physical Education, Home Science,
Mathematics, Statistics/Quantitative Techniques shall opt for any of these subjects with other
subject available in the colleges.

(h) Honours students shall opt for major subject in which they have obtained Honours, the minor
subject should have been studied at least for one year.

(i) Details mentioning the subject combinations of each college will be available to the students
before counselling on the University website (www.gndu.ac.in)

Notes :
1. Teaching of Social Studies shall be opted by the graduates who have taken up any two of the

following subjects at B.A./M.A. level :
i) History ii) Geography iii) Political Science
iv) Sociology v) Economics vi) Public Administration
vii) Philosophy viii) Psychology ix) Education
x) Defense Studies xi) Religious Studies

2. In the above said subject combinations the first mentioned subject is the major one and the later
mentioned subjects is/are minor. The candidates should have studied the major subject(s) at
least for full three years at Bachelor's level/Master's level. However, minor subject(s) should have
been studied for at least one years at graduation level.

3. Admission to B.Ed. will be made in the above said subject combinations on the basis of merit in
Entrance Test.

4. The candidates shall be given the required subject combination depending upon the seats available
in the Colleges.

5. A candidate can claim for more than one subject combination if he/she is eligible for the same.
IMPORTANT : Candidates are required to fill in the code/s for the subject/s from the

4. Procedure for Admission
(a) Result of the Entrance Test will be published on Guru Nanak Dev University website

(www.gndu.ac.in) and result cards will be sent to the students by ordinary post.
(b) The schedule for counselling for admission is given at the last page of this prospectus. However,

the detailed Counseling schedule will be notified on Guru Nanak Dev University website and in
leading newspapers.

(c) After the result of the Entrance Test has been declared, all eligible candidates on the day
of counseling will be required to fill in a Counseling From (to be supplied at Counseling
venue). The candidate shall pay Rs. 500/- as Counseling fee in cash.

(d) The admission to various Colleges of Education of the four Universities of Punjab will be done
strictly as per the Punjab Government Notification (Annexure I) and the N.C.T.E. norms by the
Admission Committee to be constituted by the Vice-Chancellor, Guru Nanak Dev University,
Amritsar.

Criteria for admission
1. The admission to B.Ed. Course in the colleges affiliated to PanjabUniversity, Chandigarh; Punjabi

University, Patiala; Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar and Lovely Professional University,
Phagwara for the session 2009-10 shall bemade on the basis of the relativemerit of the candidates
in the Entrance Test, subject to the availability of seats in a particular subject combination and
such reservations as prescribed in the Rules of Punjab Government Notification No. 13/3/09-6
Edu.1/1448 dated 19.05.2009.

2. The candidates are required to fill the counseling form in his/her own handwriting. He/she will be
admitted to the college onmerit obtained based on subject category-wise provided he/she
fulfils the requisite eligibility conditions, counseling formwill be supplied at the venue of counseling.

Note : No one who is already in employment (whole time or part time whether in honorary
capacity or paid) shall be admitted to B.Ed. Course in a College of Education without
taking leave from the employer/Institution/office etc. from the date of commencement of
the academic session till the completion of practical skill in teaching examination.

Counseling Procedure of Admission
1. As per the Counseling schedule given in this prospectus and to be notified at a later date in

leading newspapers, candidates are required to bring the original and one set of attested
copies of the required documents.

2. There will be two counselings for admission to B.Ed. seats. However, one time shifting of seat will
be allowed up to three days before Second counseling. The shifting of seat will not be allowed
during Second Counseling (Annexure-I Clause 8 (h).
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3. At the time of counseling the documents required* are :
i. Copies of marks-sheets of Part I, II and III (Graduation level) and Post-graduation level (if

any) alongwith originals.
ii. Proof of date of birth (Matriculation Certificate).
iii. Character certificate.
iv. Candidates must bring theirAdmit Card of B.Ed. Entrance Test at the time of counseling.
v. Proof of residence (for candidates seeking admission in the Colleges of Education situated

in the state of Punjab for 85% seats).
vi. Original Certificate for claiming seat against the Reserved Category.

Note : 1. Procedure of depositing admission fee (Rs. 4000/-) will be notified with counseling
schedule.

2. A candidate must bring and submit his/her original documents at the time of
counseling failing which his/her admission can be cancelled.

5. Merit List
(a) When two or more candidates have secured equal marks in the Entrance test, their inter semerit

for admission will be decided on the following criteria in the order of preference :
i. Candidate with higher percentage of marks in Master's degree.
ii. Candidate with higher percentage of marks in the qualifying examination.
iii. Candidate older in age.

(c) Incomplete forms will be summarily rejected.
(d) Instructions for filling the Entrance Test application form are as follows :
i. All particulars in the Application Form must be filled in carefully and legible.
ii. Candidates must clearly mention their subject category code in the appropriate column

provided in the Application Form.
iii. The form of a candidate opting for more than one reserve category shall be liable to be

rejected. A candidatemust fillONECategory Code only. However, a candidate claiming
a seat in the Reserved Category will have the right to be considered in General
Category according to the overall merit. So the Reserved category candidates are
not required to fill the General Catetgory.

2. ADMIT CARDS carrying the Roll Numbers will be issued to the candidates only provisionally,
subject to the final confirmation of their eligibility. It is further clarified that the candidates shall be
taking the Entrance Test at their own risk and responsibility as far as their eligibility is concerned
and the University shall, in no way, be responsible if they are found ineligible later, leading to
cancellation of their results or any other circumstance(s) emanating from the same.

3. The candidates shall be admitted to the Test only on the production of the Admit Card at the
Centre of the test. No candidate shall be allowed to take the Entrance Test without theAdmit Card
under any circumstance.

4. In case of non receipt of the Roll No. Slip by 5-7-2009, it can be downloaded from University
website (www.gndu.ac.in). Paste your photograph on it and get it attested from appropriate
authority before going to the allotted examination centre. If there is any problem in downloading
the Roll No. Slip from the internet, candidate should come personally to the Entrance Test Cell at
Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar with an attested photograph and collect the Duplicate Roll
No. Slip on 8.07.2009.

5. A candidatemay fill more than one subject combination code in counselling form provided he/she
is eligible for the same.

6. Once the Application form is submitted in the University Office, the candidate shall not be allowed
tomake any change in theApplication Formbyway of any addition/deletion/alteration/amendment/
change of any particular etc. under any circumstance whatsoever.

7. Any candidate who creates disturbance of any kind during examination, or otherwisemisbehaves
in or around the examination hall, or refuses to obey the Superintendent/Deputy Superintendent/
any other official on the examination duty, or changes his/her seat with any other candidate, or
occupies any seat, other than the one allotted to him/her, be expelled from the examination hall.
("Expulsion" for this purpose would mean cancellation of his/her candidature)

8. Any candidate having in his/her possession or accessible to him/her papers/books or notes
whichmay possibly be of any assistance to him/her, or is found giving or receiving assistance, or
copying from any paper/book or note or from anywhere else, or following any other candidate to
copy from his/her answer book, or found writing on any other paper/question paper, during
examination, or using or attempting to use any other unfair means, or indulging in any kind of
misconduct shall be expelled from the examination hall.
("Expulsion" for this purpose would mean cancellation of his/her candidature)

* All documents andphotographs (except photographonOMRSheet) should be attested by gazetted
officer or head of the institution last attended.
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9. The Centre Superintendent/Observer/any other authorised University Officer shall be competent
to expel a candidate from the examination centre under instruction Nos. 7 & 8.

10. If any answer book of the candidate shows or it is otherwise established that he/she has received
or attempted to receive help from any source in anymanner or has given help or attempted to give
any help to any other candidate in anymanner, the relevant answer sheet/OMRshall be cancelled.
The cancellation of the answer sheet/OMR shall mean cancellation of all answer sheet/OMR of
the concerned candidate for the entire Entrance Examination. The decision of the Coordinator of
B.Ed. Entrance Test-2009, in this regard shall be final.

11. Any person who impersonates a candidate shall be disqualified for appearing in any University
examination for a period of five years, including this examination, if that person is a student on the
rolls of a recognised School or College or University, But if the person is not on the roles of a
recognised school or college or university he/she shall be declared as a person not fit and proper
to be admitted to any examination for all the four Universities Punjab for a period of five years, and
the case, if necessary shall also be reported to the police for any further action in the matter. The
candidate who is being impersonated shall also be disqualified for a period of five years from
appearing in any examination of all the four universities.

12. If it is found that a candidate knowingly or willfully has concealed or suppressed any information/
fact which renders him/her ineligible to take the Entrance Test, his/her result of the Test and also
admission to a College shall stand cancelled and he/she shall have no claim whatsoever against
the University/College concerned and the case, if necessary, shall be reported to the police.

13. The candidates are not permitted to carry any telecommunication equipment such as
pager, mobile phone, wireless set, blue tooth etc. inside the Examination Hall.

14. If dispute of any kind arises before, during or after conduct of Entrance Test, or relating to it,
the decision of the Coordinator B.Ed. Entrance Test-2009, in all such cases shall be final.

15. Penalty or wrong answer (Negative Marking) :
The procedures ofNegative Marking will be adopted, i.e. marks will be deducted for the wrong
answers. The total marks will be awarded to a candidate in the paper after imposing the penalty.
i. For each correct answer 1 mark will be awarded.
ii. For each wrong answer 0.25 of a mark will be deducted.

16. There shall beno re-evaluation/re-checking/re-assessment of answer sheets/answer books/
OMR.Request for seeing the answer sheets/book/OMRby the candidates shall not be entertained.
The evaluation once done by the University shall be final.

17. The result of the Entrance Test shall, ipso facto, not make a candidate eligible to get admission
in a College of Education affiliated to Panjab University, Chandigarh; Punjabi University, Patiala;
Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar and Lovely Professional University, Phagwara. It will be the
sole responsibility of the candidates to make sure about his/her eligibility and fulfilment of such
other conditions asmay be prescribed for admission in theRules andRegulations of theUniversity/
College concerned, before applying for the Entrance Test.

18. Notwithstanding anything contained in this booklet, the eligibility conditions for admission to the
B.Ed.Course shall be governed by theRespectiveRegulations/rules as enshrined in theCalendars
of the respective Universities, i.e., Panjab University, Chandigarh; Punjabi University, Patiala;
Guru NanakDevUniversity, Amritsar and Lovely Professional University, Phagwara. Instructions/
Notifications issued by the Punjab Government and N.C.T.E. (National Council for Teacher
Education), PanjabUniversity, Chandigarh; Punjabi University, Patiala;GuruNanakDevUniversity,
Amritsar and Lovely Professional University, Phagwara will be applicable.

19. For Special Attention : The information for admission is based on the guidelines laid down by
the competent authority. These are subject to modifications according to the latest instructions/
policies issued by the concerned University, NCTE and Panjab Govt. from time to time.

7. Submission of Application Form (For instant allotment of roll number)
1. Fill up the Application Form-A in your own handwriting in capital letters and submit at any one of

the following designated City Centres where you wish to take Joint Entrance Test for B.Ed.
These City Centres have specially been established by Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar to
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mitigate hardships of the candidates. The staff of Guru Nanak Dev University posted at these
centres shall receive the Application Form-A and issue Admit Card/Roll No on the spot. These
City Centres shall function from 17.6.2004 to 25.6.2004 daily from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. including
Sundays and other public holidays. In no case the form will be received/processed at the City
Centre other than the one where a candidate intends to appear. No application form will be
received by Post/Courier etc. Bring Computer Form and Admit Card duly filled in loose form. Do
not tag or stich or fold the same.

Union of India and others (reported as AIR 1984-SO-1421) wherein
it was held that instead of the word 'Domicile' the word 'Resident' be used in the instructions issued by the
StateGovernments on the subject.
